· Copies of diplomas and/or transcripts from all universities that you have attended;

· Education evaluation, if available and you have a degree from a foreign institution;

· Copy of Form I-94 (front and back) for you, your spouse and children (if applicable);

· Copies of all passports (exclude blank pages);

· Copies of all prior U.S. work authorization documents (e.g., H-1B or O-1 approval notices, EAD, I-20s, and etc.).

· Copy of birth certificates for you, your spouse and children (if applicable); and 

· Copy of your marriage certificate (if applicable).
